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Richland One continues to make progress preparing for District 
Accreditation.  District accreditation helps school systems focus on a plan 

for continuous improvement by providing external checks, support, and 

feedback.  The AdvancED Accreditation Standards for Quality School 
Systems serve as the foundation for the accreditation process.  The seven 

standards and accompanying indicators are tied directly to the research on 

factors that impact student learning.  To earn and maintain district 
accreditation, school districts must meet the AdvancED standards, engage 

in a process of continuous improvement, and demonstrate quality 

assurance through internal and external review.   
 

At this juncture, all standards teams are in the process of completing their 

first draft of Standards Assessment Reports.  The Standards Assessment 
Report is designed to serve as a valuable self-assessment tool to help 

school systems prepare for their Quality Assurance Review.  The process 
of preparing the report engages the school system in an in-depth study of 

each of the seven AdvancED standards.  In completing the report, the 

school systems identifies the data, information, evidence, and documented 
results that validate that it is meeting each standard.  This self-assessment 

helps the school system identify areas of strength and opportunities for 

improvement.  The Standards Assessment Report also serves as the 
primary resource for the Quality Assurance Review Team, which uses the 

report to prepare for the visit to the school system. 

 
Standards teams meet regularly and the Accreditation Oversight 

Committee meets monthly.  Our next Accreditation Oversight Committee 

meeting is scheduled for March 16.
