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A s we close out the 
2008-09 school year, I am 
incredibly pleased with 
the work and customer 
service that the AARE 
office has provided. We 
have been able to pro-
duce for schools and dis-
trict administrators multi-

ple sources of information that will hope-
fully drive instructional decisions at the 
district level, school level and most impor-
tantly, the classroom level. 

T o date, we have completed our entire 
08-09 program evaluation calendar.  Our 
department has evaluated: the district test-
ing calendar, Soar to Success, Olympia 
Learning Center, Single Gender Assess-
ment Scores and the Triumph College Ad-
missions Program.  All of the completed 
evaluations are available for review at our 
website http://www.richlandone.org/
departments/research&evaluat ion/
index.htm.  Next year we plan on evaluat-
ing the following programs: Breakthrough 
to Literacy, NovaNet, Montessori Pro-
grams, Foreign Language K-12 program 
and Professional Development Offerings. 

I n addition, we have produced multiple 
Ad Hoc reports for departments.  The 
most recent report, requested by Dr. Mack, 
supports our district wide focus on literacy.  
Our Spring 2009 MAP data demonstrates 
that only 40% of our 8th grade students are 
reading on grade level.  Of the 60% reading 
off grade level, 25% are 4 or more grades 
behind.  This alarming news is a call to 
arms for all in Richland One to support our 
focus on literacy.
